Ve never seen so many
peaple all in one place. It’s
July 13th, and the entire
length of the Strasse de 17
Juni in Berlin is a swirling,
dancing mass of bodies, faces and
movement. There are people as
far as the eye can see.

This is Love Parade 2002.
Probably the biggest dance
gathering in the world, it’s a one-
day departure from normal life in
Berlin, involving 40 sound
systems, hundreds of DJs,
hundreds of thousands of ravers
and the full co-operation of the
authorities. And Muzik’s got the
best seal in the house, rolling
through the foaming crowd of
half-a-million Teutonic ravers on
the Radio 1 float — the ‘nation’s
favourite’ station is here, at least
in part, because going to Berlin
has proved an easier option than
trying to run a UK Love Parade,
after last year's debacle in
Newcastle. We're crowded onto a
flatbed lorry with the UK house
mafia, a dodgy toilet, a lake of
German lager and some confused
competition winners.

Started by Berlin DJ and
promoter Dr Motte in 1993, careful
management and an excellent
safety record has allowed the Love
Parade to reach its current, huge
proportions, peaking in 1999 with
a crowd of 1.5 million party-mad
Germans. Until recently the event
actually had charity status,
meaning that the authorities paid
for the clean up. Imagine
Hampshire County Council doing
that after Homelands. The Love

Parade is a lucky experiment, but
it seems to work — even the DJ
veterans on the Radio 1 float can't
quite believe the atmosphere.
Fergie, Darren Emerson and all are
running around like kids, spraying
the crowds with water and glitter
and having it right off. Even Pete
Tong is seen smiling. A bit.

We're all thankful for the sort of
organisation that you get with
publicly-funded bodies like the
Beeb. When Muzik and a hotel
lobby full of tip-top DJing talent
(Jon Cox and Sara Carter,
Tongleberry, Fergie and some
scarily dressed Germans) head for
the Radio 1 float, it instantly
becomes a school outing, Radio 1
are trying to count everybody, no
one knows where to go, and
international DJs are carrying
their own records — a really long
way (nice to know they still can).
At one point, a load of armed
police stop us — although
admittedly only to point out the
man giving away free beer.

Eventually, however, the float is
reached, the beer starts flowing,
and people start misbehaving, as
Mauro Piccotto pounds out his
hard-tech compah-compah-
crackety-boom thing. Taking
advantage of radio’s greatest virtue
(nobody back home can see what
you're doing), a breezy daytime
radio personality gets her Lits out
for the punters. She’s later
photographed holding a bottle of
beer in each hand, with only
Back To Basics stickers protecting
her modesty. That’s the next
Basics album cover sorted, then.

Dave Beer:

Penis what it is

As the float passes under a
bridge, Dave Beer hoists himself
off the float, monkey-climbs
along the bridge and lands next
to an alarmed punter at the end
of the lorry. Jon Carter, Fergie,
Tong and Emerson all rock the
Berlin crowd in between beers,
shouting and running off the
lorry to hype up the crowds (not
Tong on the latter count,
obviously). Darren Emerson
invites seven year-old raver Max
and his mum up on the lorry, and
soon Max is riding on someone’s
shoulders and wearing a huge
green Indian headdress, shaking
everybody’s hand and grinning
like, well, a seven year-old kid.

At around 10, the floats come
to a halt in a circle around
Berlin’s Victory monument, an
ironic symbol of German military
triumph over the French.
Whatever vision Hitler had for
Berlin, it probably didn't include
half a million ravers having the
time of their lives on a public
highway. As the sun fades, the
crowds swarm around the
floodlit column. Every raised
surface has people clinging onto
it with one hand and pumping
the air with the other. For the
last half hour, all the floats take
the same audio feed and the
Victory Monument becomes one
giant sound system as Sasha
plays to the close. In the middle
of the biggest dance party in
Europe, high as a kite and
surrounded on all sides by
smiling nutters, it's impossible to
believe that dance is dying.

The fact that bastardised versions
of their tunes can be heard trilling
from Nokias and Ericssons across
Europe is compelling evidence of
how far Svein and his partner,
Torbjorn Brundtiand, have come. It's
also apt, because mobile phones are
indirectly responsible for the duo's
current, high-as-a-kite profile. Their
debut album, ‘Melody AM’, a fusion
of whimsical electronica, string-
fuelled sentiment and homespun
Nordic charm, won them a sizeable

posse of fans when it was originally
released earlier this year. But it
wasn’t until T Mobile featured its
standout track, the gorgeous,
unearthly ‘So Easy', on their recent
ads, that the Royksopp snowball
really started to gather speed.
Re-released on the back of the
campaign, ‘Melody AM’ was nestling
between Bruce Springsteen and Pink
at Number 9 in the UK album charts
when we went to press. It's a well-
worn route to recognition and one
they're unapologetic about.

“Being featured in an ad is basically
the same as getting playlisted on the
radio,” says Svein. “It's just another
way of spreading the music."

The one thing that advertising
execs look for is a distinctive hook,
and Royksopp have them cascading
out of their ears. As well as ‘So
Easy', they can call on the warbling

beauty of last year's debut single,
‘Eple’; ‘Poor Leno’, with its whimsical
vocal from Kings Of Convenience's
Erlend Oye, and a host of others.

But Royksopp's tuneful accessibility
is balanced with genuinely original
programming and a willingness to
take risks. They pitch their musical
tent midway between the otherworldly
electronica of Boards Of Canada and
the languid vibes of Ibiza's horizontal
brigade. Shoe-horned into the chill
out category, Torbjorn says he's
“happy for people to call our music
whatever they like”. But, as anyone
who witnessed their barnstorming,
beefed-up sets at the Big Chill and
V2002 festivals will tell you, they can
awake soporific punters with a start.

Svein and Torbjorn met in the late
Eighties in the Norweigan town of
Tromso and, despite their classmates’
love of heavy metal, were united by a
love for electronic music. “We
preferred the gentle, elegant way of
Kraftwerk, Art Of Noise, Brian Eno
and Vangelis,” remembers Svein.

Those musical tastes dovetailed
perfectly with the inspirational
surroundings of Tromso.

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“We used to sneak onto on the
roof of a local museum and watch
the northern lights,” remembers
Svein. “The place we lived in
definitely coloured the kind of music
we went on to make.”

After school, the pair went their
separate ways but were reunited in
1997, in the sleepy fishing village
turned musical hotbed, Bergen. They
spent the baking days of that summer
“running round in the mountains and
swimming in the reservoir” and the
evenings going to clubs and making
music. Réyksopp was born.

It's a time they remember fondly
as they prepare for a push into
America and a stint supporting Moby
on his European tour. Gone are the
days of a couple of years back, when
Royksopp would play to small crowds |
of mushroom-addled loons under .
the midnight sun in Lapland. |

“I don’t know what the Big Chill
ethos is,” confided co-founder
Pete Lawrence a week earlier,
sitting outside an Islington
church recently converted into a
very Big Chill-esque vegetarian
organic cafe. “People attribute
their own meaning — some come
along for the Body & Soul area,
some come because
Squarepusher’s playing, and some
just go to be with their mates. It
has value way beyond a couple of
weekends away. You get paradigm
shifts in people's thinking; they
come back wanting to jack in their
jobs, having gone through major
transformations just through
having stimulating conversations
with like-minded people.”

Pete is, in many ways, the
encapsulation of Big Chill values,
the musical tastemaker who
chooses the line-ups and puts the
compilations together. He's a
modest man and a quiet leader;
keenly aware of the Big Chill’s
credibility, supportive of eco
issues and untainted by random
corporate sponsorship, but denies
that there’s a new age aspect to
what he does.

Pete with his then-girlfriend,
now-business-partner Katrina
Larkin realised in the early
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Nineties that there was a whole
host of people raving their nuts
off whao'd be open to new ways of

relaxing, ways maore in tune with §

their clubland experiences. On
Sunday February 27th 1994, the
pair put on a daytime/evening
event at The Union Chapel in
Islington. It became a monthly
affair of laid back sounds, lazing
on cushions, hoard games,
newpapers and exploring different,
‘cosmically lit’ areas in the
venue’s labyrinth of back rooms.

Coldcut's Matt Black and his
Hexstatic visuals outfit attached
their colours to the mast, followed
by appearances over the next year
by everyone from Autechre to
James Lavelle, Their first festival,
the Big Chill Black Mountains
Gala in the secluded Llanthony
Valley in Wales, attracted 500 of
the dedicated, including Global
Communication, Nightmares On
Wax, Funki Porcini and
Mixmaster Maorris.

“There was ane tiny road
leading up and you could see
anyone coming up it for ages
before they arrived,” Pete
reminisces. “The local plod
turned up but just said it was one
of the best organised things they’d
seen, and appeared later with their

families when they were off-duty.”

The Welsh experience made the
Chillers realise there was a huge
appetite for what they were up to
- creating festivals without the
hectic hurly burly, and the
endless ‘branding’ and corporate
sponsorship that normally
bedevils such events.

“We've had one or two
sponsors,” Pete Lawrence
explains, “but they tend to be in
one particular area such as the
Art Trail or hot showers [at
Eastnor Deer Park], not just
gratuitous money so that people
can flog their product on site. Big
Chillers don’t dig advertising,
they come to the countryside to
get away from that.”

The Big Chill's progress might
appear serene, but they almost
came unstuck with their 1996
Gala at Hingham in Norfolk.

“If you imagine anything that
could possibly go wrong, it did,”
Katrina Larkin recalls painfully.
“From the weather blowing up
such a storm that a marquee
came down, to people with
placards marching up and down
outside because of a local press
story asking on the front page,
‘Is This Festival Really A Rave?’
Even the Big Chill information
line went down!”

Financially adrift, it is proof of
the devotion they inspire that the
Big Chill was saved by a benefit
at the Brixton Academy where
many of their regulars, including
LTJ] Bukem and Squarepusher,
offered their services for free.
Since then they've gone from
strength to strength, wandering
as far afield as Egypt and
Australia, and annually holding
the Enchanted Garden at Larmer
Tree Gardens, Wiltshire, as well
as an even bigger event which
took place at Lulworth Castle,
Dorset, in 2001 and Eastnor this

year. They even take to the Greek
island of Naxos every September
for a fortnight in the sun.

“The last thing we ever want to
do is go to a characterless
showground and have six tents
playing slightly different shades of
dance music,” says Pete Lawrence.
“Getting people out and sharing
that sense of discovery with them
is what it’s all about.”

Sharing their musical vision,
they've released compilations
over the years (notably
‘Enchanted 01' and ‘'02’) and the
Big Chill label is now putting out
artist records from Alucidnation,
Lol Hammond and Pete’s own
Chilled By Nature project.

So what is it that makes their
mix of old school hippiness
(“People keep saying that — it’s
just lazy journalism”), cutting
edge future electronica, and cup-
of-tea Englishness so appealing?
Maybe it's simply the vibe. The
Big Chill welcomes those who
might find festivals and clubs
daunting. They guarantee a good,
if hardly mental-mental time for
all ages, with the added advantage
of a tasty musical menu.

And if there is one image that
sums them up, it’s the annual
sight of Pete and Katrina dancing
onstage to Norman Jay's regular
Sunday afternoon festival slots
over the years. Norman, a patron
saint of the Big Chill, seizes the
moment, souls the crowd out,
and funks them up. The Big
Chillers erupt into a flail-armed
dance of English summer glee.

Which we lap up over a
Rasberry Collins, tapping a toe in
our deckchairs. @
