ur ‘Late Night
Drive’ mix was
recorded in one
take at Jerry's
Bunker studio. The
Hooj Choons boss
spent several
weeks preparing for his one-hour
ordeal, determined that his mix should
reflect the breadth and scope of his
infamous club night, Elements.

“It’s a fairly accurate representation
of the vibe of the club,” says lerry.
“Musically, we try to make sure that
we're not just ‘prog’. We use tribal
beats and breaks - | always try and
move things up a little bit, rather
than banging it out.”

The mix is 60 minutes of grimy
tech-house and dramatic drum
patterns, with the emphasis on the
Hooj imprint’'s own titanium-plated
productions. Pressing hard on the
accelerator from the off, Jerry opens
with the pounding melodic prog of
Blue Effect before the haunting
midnight melodrama of Blackwatch
and Creamer & K's ‘Wish You Were
Here' sets the tone for the drive
ahead. The wheels start to fly when

Morel’s guitar-plucking ‘Driving To
Heaven' zooms into the mix, Uhuru
Beats are as hard as they come and
Smith & Selway's 'Yess' is like
Underworld at their best.

This is music to turn up while the
lights go down - and in the case of
the tracks by Rasoul, Peace Division
and Joshua Collins, it's music that
you almost certainly haven't heard
before, so upfront is the unreleased
material on board.

In short, Jerry's mix is dark,
relentless and sexy as hell. Your
motor’s bassbins will be thanking you
for months.

LONDON FORUM

MARCH 15TH

5 seconds after
rap's new, pint-
sized hero Ja Rule
hits the Forum
stage, the place is
filled with a deafening chorus
of boos. After 15-minute man
Bubba Sparxxx's preposterous,
piss-taking micro-gig at The
Astoria, you could be forgiven
for thinking the crowd are
getting their retaliation in first.

But Ja Rule's been brushing
up on his British street
vernacular, and just boos right
back. Of course, the ‘boos’ don't
mean ‘fuck off you shyster’, but
‘what a delight it is to see you,
old chap’ - it's a London thing.
It's the crowd's peculiar way of
welcoming Ja Rule to a sell-out
Farum, and he loves it.

Ja Rule has risen from hip
hop's middle order to hecome
one of the music's biggest
draws. Girls hanker after his
doe eyes and carved pecs.
Boys get off on his thugged
out persona. As the recent Top
10 hits, ‘Always On Time'
(featuring Ashanti) and ‘I'm
Real’ (with J-Lo) show, he's got
an ear for a decent pop hit. It
also helps that his melodic,
sing-song vocal style bears an
uncanny resemblance to the
late, great Tupac Shakur.

But where Tupac was a

genuine rap 'n’ roll icon who
could come on stage, fart for an
hour, and keep everyone’s
attention, Ja Rule is still learning
his trade. He rides the intitial
wave of euphoria during his first
two songs, the terrific, Stevie
Wondersampling ‘Livin' It Up'
and ‘Down Ass Bitch’, keeping
everyone amused with the
obligatory hip hop audience
participation schtick. But the
trick is keeping the momentum
bubbling during that difficult
half-hour middle patch, and Ja
Rule doesn't yet have enough
variety in his bag, despite
pulling out his monster
‘Between Me And You',
Shipping over his song partners
Ashanti and J-Lo would have
helped, but you get the feeling
that The Forum'’s dressing
rooms might be a bit too, er, raw
for Ms Lopez's refined tastes.
Ja Rule is a tryer though,
bless him, and his parting
shot, the humungous ‘Holla
Holla', means that 2,000
people filter into the north
London streets without feeling
the need to lob any beer
bottles. But why did he wait
until the last 10 minutes to
whip off his T-shirt and send
the laydeez into a panty-
wetting frenzy? Ever heard of
playing to your strengths?

telling Muzik about his youthful
flirtation with Islam and his
current fascination with Santeria,
the Brazilian voodoo religion
whose ritual drum rhythms have
influenced X-Press 2's more tribal-
sounding tracks. Suddenly Racky
is on his feet.

“Have you farted?” he snaps
at Diesel.

“No I haven’t!” Diesel protests.

Rocky watfts the air around Diesel
furiously. “I swear on my life, I
haven't farted!”

But if there’s one thing X-Press 2
are deadly serious about, it's
pushing British dance music
forward. It may have taken them a
decade to produce their debut
album, the multi-faceted
‘Muzikizum’, but they have not
been as idle as the summery
Balearic glide of ‘Lazy’ might
suggest. In the week of our
interview alone, the trio have taken
their three-man, six-deck DJ
roadshow to Belfast, Moscow,
Holland and Portugal, on top of a
punishing promotional schedule
and a high-profile charity set for
World DJ Day at Fabric.

So how do the threesome rate
themselves on a laziness scale of one
to 107 “Nine and a half, probably,”
shrugs Rocky. “I'm pretty lazy.”

Diesel agrees. “Yeah, I'm quite
lazy."

“You're probably a little less lazy
than me,” argues Rocky.
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“The first
house record |
ever heard, |
thought

But after
five minutes, |
was hooked”

“I'd be about eight and a half,”
Diesel concludes.

“I think 'm probably the least
lazy — about five,” adds Ashley.

“I had you about seven!” Diesel
protests.

Don’t believe a word of it.

The roots of ‘Lazy’ lie way back in
the mid-Nineties, when David Byrne
made a call to X-Press 2 in their
former guise as breakbeat trio the
Ballistic Brothers. Byrne needed a
support act for his tour, but the
Ballistics had no live show and were
forced to decline. Only years later,
when their Australian engineer,
James Brown, suggested that the bare
bones of ‘Lazy’ had a Talking Heads
feel to it, did the trio remember
Byrne’s interest and made contact
again to suggest a collaboration.

When he flew over to DJ at
Manhattan’s Centro Fly in 2000,
Ashley finally made contact with

Byrne in person.

“I was shaking, nervous as hell,”
Ashley recalls. “Here I am with
David Byrne, we were drinking
loads of coffee, and I was just
getting more and more wired. And
in the end I just turned round and
went, ‘David, take a look at these
hands!” And that broke the ice.”
[For the 99.9999% of us who don’t
get that joke, “Take a look at these
hands” is the opening line of
Talking Heads’ ‘Born Under
Punches’ — Old Gits Ed.]

obody seems quite so
N nervous when X-Press 2
finally hook up with Byrne

at an art gallery in the arty
Brooklyn quarter of Williamsburg.
The former Talking Head arrives in
chatty mood, and talks to Muzik for
a straight hour (see sidebar). For a
living legend, he wears his
reputation lightly, and is clearly
delighted with ‘Lazy’. In between
posing for snaps with the boys,
Byrne recounts anecdotes about
drive-in lapdancing clubs in New
Orleans. And then he is gone, back
into the city that made his name,

Back when Byrne was first fusing
punk with funk, X-Press 2 were
just embarking on their definitive
journey through two decades of
British club culture. Ashley, raised
on rare groove, hip hop and reggae,
remembers his extreme reaction
when he first heard house music.

GOING FOR THE BYRNE

Muzik shares a cheese sandwich and a few words with the Talking Head

first. Electric red drainpipes the

colour of a London bus, and
straighter than a retired colonel.
Then there’s the tasteful Gus Gus
T-shirt, designer cardigan and crop
of grey hair. David Byrne spent his
Talking Heads heyday dressing like a
preppy young executive. Now, as his
50th birthday looms, he looks like a
colourblind children's TV presenter
after an acid binge. Respect.

Aside from a nervy habit of averting
his gaze when he speaks, the
Scottish-born superstar comes across
as warm, witty and sincere. Munching

I T'S the trousers that strike you

on French bread and cheese, he tells
Muzik the story of his initial attempt
to work with the Ballistic Brothers,
and how that eventually bore fruit
with the X-Press 2 collaboration.

“When | heard the track, | thought
it had a little bit of a Talking Heads
vibe to it, which is probably why they
thought of me,” he nods. “But it's
taken whatever connection Talking
Heads had with the dance world at
the time quite a bit further.”

Talking Heads, of course, were one
of the first rock bands to embrace
funk and disco, and remain much-
sampled sonic pioneers. Byrne does
not claim to be a down-with-the-kids
Disco Dad, thankfully, but he still
knows his dance music onions. His
recent nights out include Basement
Jaxx and Goldie sets, and he has
even dabbled in DJing and remixing.

“So much of the music I've done is
about groove and rhythm,” he says,
“so | feel an affinity with that world
even though I'm not really considered
part of it. I'm not an obsessive who's
out picking up every mix, or every
slight variation on two-step or garage
or whatever comes out of the UK or
wherever. But in a broader way, yes,
I'm aware of what's going on.”

As a married man with a young
daughter, a busy leftfield pop career
and a record label [Luaka Bop] to run,
Byrne is not exactly a regular clubber.
But he has seen many of New York's
legendary pleasure palaces at their
hedonistic peaks, and still goes out
dancing when the mood takes him.

“Yeah, | dance,” he smiles. “A
couple of folks recognise me, but if |
can get into a dark area where people
aren't checking out my dancing, then
yeah, I'll dance the whole night. |
went to Studio 54 and Paradise
Garage, pretty far back. Studio 54
was a scene | really wasn't part of,
but there was great stuff going on at
Danceteria and Paradise Garage -
a great layering of different kinds of
tracks on top of one another.”

Ironically, just as ‘Lazy’ introduces
Byrne to a new generation of music
fans, his old band Talking Heads are
being inducted into the Rock & Roll
Hall Of Fame. After an acrimonious
split in the early Nineties, the
art-rock legends are set to reform
for a short set just days after our
interview, even though bass player
Tina Weymouth recently compared
Byrne to OJ Simpson and Rasputin.

“| can't say we've patched
everything up,” Byrne laughs. “But
we've been in e-mail contact for
quite some time. If | don't take it too
seriously it should be okay. Being
given one of these Lifetime
Achievement awards just makes me
think ‘but I'm not done yet! I'm still
working on some stuff!".”
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While Ashley managed Soho'’s

. Black Market record shop, Rocky
' and Diesel were discovering E and

wapping military hardware for
decks, Rocky and Diesel first

used Ashley's studio skills on
X-Press 2's 1992 debut ‘Music
X-Press'. The trio’s Ballistic Brothers
guise then laid down the blueprint
for big beat half a decade early —
typically, they didn't stick around

. to cash in. Instead they scattered to

work an solo and side projects:
Psychic Vitamins, Yellow Socks,
Black Science Orchestra, Problem
Kids and more. X-Press 2 had left
the building, apparently for good.
But the trio’s triumphant second
coming began at the dawn of the
new millennium at the behest of

'~ longtime friend, D] and Muzik

scribe Terry Farley. The official
story is that Farley stumbled across
a sample in Ashley’s studio which
sounded like classic X-Press 2
material, persuading them to record
their vinyl-only Y2K comeback
‘AC/DC’ on the strength of it.

“We probably wouldn’t have
thought of it,” nods Ashley, it was
just Terry Farley suggested that this
sample that we found would sound
great as an X-Press 2 record. So it
was his suggestion, We made the
record, it turned into ‘AC/DC’, and
it just snowballed from there.”

But there is a little more to this
story. A bootleg re-pressing of
‘Music X-Press’ had been selling
well on word of mouth, and Farley
then transformed it into an official
release on his Junior Boy's Own
label. It struck him that a full-scale
X-Press 2 revival might be
mutually beneficial.

“It seemed a shame that people
were making money by making
records that sounded like them and
they were just sitting around not
talking to each other,” Farley says.

The success of ‘AG/DC’ brought
X-Press 2 back together as a serious
fighting unit, but a “political
situation” in the JBO office meant
they slipped through Farley’s
fingers and signed to Skint instead.

“I'm always happy when my
friends do well,” Farley says
philosophically. “I'm not bitter and
twisted. Mates are mates and good
records are good records.”

The Skint deal paid off in 2001
with ‘Muzikizum' and ‘Smoke
Machine’, both of which crashed
the Top 50 without video or radio
support. As you read this, ‘Lazy’
should be soaring up the charts,
earning X-Press 2 their highest ever
chart placing and David Byrne his
biggest hit for 15 years. It’s a
situation that many, including
Skint supremo Damian Harris,
consider well deserved.

“X-Press 2 have enough history
and credibility to avoid being lagged
as one-hit wonders,” insists Harris.
“Every year there are about three or
four quirky hits that are successful
but credible, and I think we'll have
one of those with ‘Lazy’. For me
that’s the proudest thing — and for
Skint to have a hit with someone
other than Norman, ha ha!”

X-Press 2 are the hardest working
lazy bastards in music, and right
now it's payback time. All aboard
the slacker-house express! @

FC Kahuna's Dan Ormondroyd
recalls darkly from his battered
sofa, a plate of beans on toast
wedged on his lap, “And it was

Don’t be misled by the
pleasantly leafy view from Dan’s
flat in Maida Vale, west London.
Nor the cute photographs of him
in the arms of sort-of-celebrity
girlfriend, DJ Lottie, which grace

every shelf. There's a riol on
the telly — swarming cops and
baton-dodging protesters at
the EU summit in Barcelona —
and a fair old ding-dong in the
room, too.

*Most dange music sounds like
fucking Enya over a lame beat,”
Dan continues. “It's boring and it's
not acid house.” Jon Nowell, the
other half of FC Kahuna, picks up
on the theme and gets stuck in:
“Oakenfold has been seduced by
the money and the fame. He's just a
thick bloke from south London.”

Dan [aghast]: “Don't say that! [

don’t think he’s a thick bloke from
south London at all. Retract,
retract, retract! He's, er, a
businessman from south Londan.,”

Jon [unperturbed]: “If there was
any reality out there, it would be
Aphex Twin who'd be releasing
massive records, and everyone
would love him.”

Dan [dribbling bean juice, armad
with cutlery]: “And I hate the way
the media lets these false fucking
gods get away with it. Diss the
fuckers! Knock em down! That'll
get more people interested in dance
music. A bit of attitude!”

FC Kahuna were there in the amyl-fuelled basements of big beat, then ran.
the classic Headstart night at Turnmills. Now they're back with a goodie bag
full of electro sounds. . . and they're up for a ruck. Who wants some?

A duo bearing the slightly
frazzled look of those who've been
out a great deal for a great number
of years, FC Kahuna's thoughts on
the rotten state of dance veer from
sound points to rose-tinted
reminiscing and ocoasional tunnel
vision — after all, UK garage's multi-
pronged attack is doing a pretty
decent job of combining forward-
thinking tunes with mainstream
appeal. But at least they aren’l
scared to stand up and shout,

All of which may seem a little
odd to those of you who remember
their original incarnation,
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FC Kahuna

P Not that long ago, FC Kahuna

were happy-go-lucky big beat
geezers, awash with drugs, beer
and the sort of tunes which made
basement venues shake with
delight. Nowadays, they're a bit
more musical and a lot more
fractious — slightly wiser and
considerably more capable of
making records which will stand
the test of time.

Their first album, ‘Machine Says
Yes’, has them lined up alongside
Felix Da Housecat on the City
Rockers label, spraying vintage
bleeps and pulses, smart chill out
and creeping woebegone in every
direction. It’s an album that's more
likely to have you sucking on a
joint and negotiating edgy
comedowns than throwing your
pint skywards. Constructed from
“gut feelings” and “things falling
into place”, it’s also a much better
debut album than their half-baked
early singles (*You Know It Makes
Sense’ came first) and remixes (for
the second division likes of Dubstar
and 18 Wheeler) suggested this duo
were capable of making.

“There were certain things we
went all out to avoid this time,”
ponders Dan, who mentions they
were offered 25 grand to knock out
a Fathoy-style album back in their
big beat days. “We didn’t want
anything too sort of. . . easy. It's for
people who don't want to collapse
or start stroking each other’s hair
after a night out. It's something for
people who want to stand in the
middle of the living room and go. . .
[Dan raises arms in the air, as if he's
just scored in the FA Cup Finall.”

Key tracks on ‘Machine Says Yes’
include the monster bass thump of
‘Mindset To Cycle’ (which was first
released on their now defunct

Kahuna Cuts imprint), the
precision-cut funk of ‘Growler’
and the beautifully curdled
balladry of ‘Fear Of Guitars’, on
which Super Furry Animals
vocalist Gruff Rhys guests.
They've also enrolled former Gus
Gus singer Hafdis Huld, folk artist
Eileen Rose and ex-Verve bassist/
Jon's next-door neighbour Si Jones
for this album, but it’s the team-
up with the aforementioned
Welsh wizard they’re most proud
of. It’s a collaboration which
began when they borrowed SFA's
bass guitar. Without asking,

“Well, it got us talking,” reasons
Dan. “One thing led to another, and
there he was, stood in a cloud of
smoke, rambling into the mic about
a woman who’s got fishy fingers,
who lives alone on an island and
eats herself.”

“I read that Timo Maas reckons
it's hard to get people oulside of
dance to collaborate with you,” Jon
adds dryly. “Perhaps he should try
going up to them and asking.”

Brought together by football,
music and living in the same Leeds
street, our not-so-dynamic duo first
hit the dancefloor in 1988. Moving
to London, Dan gol a job in student
press and promotions. Jon was a
regular weekend visitor. They
witnessed the capital’s club scene
nosedive from the hedonism of
prog/Italo house haunts Kinky
Disco and Love Ranch into Ministry
Of Sound-shaped mediocrity.

Then, famously, two blokes
called Tom and Ed decided to start
a night called Heavenly Social.

“I went to 11 out of the 12 Social
nights down at the Albany,” Dan
notes proudly, recalling the club’s
original venue (now a Firkin pub).
“I refused to go anywhere else.”

Dan and Jon’s own HQ of
hreakbeats and bad behaviour, Big
Kahuna Burger, opened in 1995.
Prominent for being the place to
which Lindy Layton dragged one
Norman Cook, thus shifting the
Fatboy's musical predilections and
improving his bank balance no end,
on a good night the Burger rocked
with equal immensity to the Social.
Tim Burgess of the Charlatans (with
whom the duo eventually toured
the US as warm-up s}, Jon Carter
and the Bruvs themselves assaulted
the decks during its run.

There was dissent in certain
quarters of clubland, however. Some
thought that, right down to their
Pulp Fiction-sourced name, Dan
and Jon were laying on the studied
cool too thick. The fact that Dan
was stepping out with Sara Cox at
the time probably didn’t help. Some
accused them of being indie kids
who didn’t give a fuck about dance
music any more; others of being big
beat bandwagon-hopping
opportunists. It's hard, however, to
square such sentiments with the
pair of outright dance romantics
slouched in front of Muzik today.

“Some people perceived us in a
horrible way because of Big
Kahuna Burger, others in a nice
way. But there was never a careerist
game plan,” insists Dan.

“We always used to get compared
to the Chemical Brothers, but that’s
history now,” reasons jon.

But Chemical connections
continued when, in 1999, Dan and
Jon opened their new club,
Headstart, at Turnmills, replacing
the Heavenly Social, The
comparisons didn’t last for long,

work together,

N\

though, as Headstart found the pair
railing against the breaks with
steely techno and warped electro.
FFC Kahuna's heroes — Andrew
Weatherall, Aphex Twin, Dave
Clarke, Josh Wink — all turned up
lo play and the duo found post-big
beat space in which 1o experiment.

“Turnmills has a dark, warehouse
vibe to it,” says Jon of the place in
which the ingredients for ‘Machines
Says Yes' were assembled. “It
pushes you in a different direction.

‘our sense of space changes. You
get more bassy, more electronic.”

Sensing last year that the night
had peaked, FC Kahuna called time
on Headstart — they now host
occasional Body Rockers nights
with the City Rockers label at secret
London locations — complaining
that they were having to deal with
“corporate factors. It felt like a rat
race in the end.”

Which pretty much gets us back
to where we started: to FC
Kahuna’s belief that all is not right
on the dancefloor in 2002.

“It's fucking depressing, but it’s
just the nature of big dollar
hedonism,” says Dan, scraping the
last few beans from his plate. Then
he brightens up a little. “But we're
on the side which hasn't given up
experimenting. You look for a
combination of things which work
together, which blow your mind,
and then you're off.”

Off indeed, banishing memories
of big burgers and bigger beats to
history. And everyone, even their
mate in south London with burning
ears, should approve.

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t's Sunday night. A
night for polishing
shoes, wrapping
packed lunches in
pieces of cling film and
watching The Muppet
Show before bed. It’s
not a night for throwing
yourself around in a
hol room to an unholy mix of
house, techno, John Lee Hooker,
Negativland and the ‘Duelling
Banjos’ theme from hillbilly
stalk slash 'n’ sodomise movie
Deliverance. But that is precisely
what the crowd at Optimo
(Espacio) are doing. What are they
thinking of? And the unholy
promoters who have chosen to
besmirch the Day Of Rest with
these eclectic musical japes —
what were they thinking of?
“Sunday nights in Glasgow used
to be a pretty duff night to run an
underground music night,” says
Jonnie Wilkes, one half of the
promoter and DJ team for Optimo
(Espacio). “Now we get four or
five hundred people every week.”
Jonnie (softly spoken and from
Northern Ireland), runs Optimo
with Keith Mclvor (softly spoken
and Scottish). As Twitch and
Wilkes, they're also the club's
resident DJs. Together they've
taken the idea of Sunday clubbing
in Scotland by the throat. Not quite
to everyone’s delight, mind you. . .
“Quite a lot of peaple have been
barred by their bosses at work
from coming to Optimo,” says
Jonnie, with not a little pride.
“You can't access the website or
the chatroom [rom the University
computers any more, either.,”
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“A Iriend of mine works in a
restaurant and in the staff room
there’s a sign saying ‘all employees
must NOT go to Oplimo on a
Sunday night’,” adds Keith, a glint
in his eve. “Excellent!”

Optimo (Espacio) isn't the first
bonkers club on a Sunday night.
Indeed, Sunday night clubs are
traditionally more Bacchanalian
than the rest of the week put
together — something to do with
the sheer ohtuseness of clubbing
on a school night. Nor is Optimo

the first club ever to boast a truly
diverse musical slate. However,
along with London's more indie-
ish Mm'vel]mls, it’s the best club
to combine Sunday revelry with
brave eclecticism. For anyone
with a big record collection, or
who pre-dates dance music, or
who's ever had that “wish there
was a club that played my music”
midnight conversation, it'd be
near-impossible to walk in and
not have a ‘Momma, I'm home'-
style epiphany. Basically,
hedonists with record collections
love and will love Optimo.

@ Optimo (Espacio) have so far
had a gypsy-like, transient history,
the poor loves. They began at the
Sub Club in 1997, but after the
Sub Club suffered a fire, Optimo
decamped to the 13th Note.
From there they went to Planet
Peach and then to their current
home, Mas, although a return to
the newly revamped Sub Club is
now on the cards.

@ Optimo is named after a
seminal album by electro
pioneers Liquid Liquid, whose
track ‘Cavern’ (from ‘Optimo’) was
pillaged to provide the bassline for
Grandmaster Flash’s anti-gak
anthem ‘White Lines {Don't Do It)'.
The (Espacio) bit is a reference to
the Fast Show's Channel 9
sketch, but happily the two
together mean ‘Optimum Space’.

And its reputation is clearly
spreading, The next day, as Muzik is
nursing a sore head and preparing
- for the journey home, a taxi driver
asks us where we've been.

“I know it,” he says when we tell
him. “I've just driven a load of lads
to the airport going back lo
London. They say they go there all
the time. . ."” See?

For further proof, visit the club’s
ace wehsite al www.optimo.co.uk,
the virtual meeting place for a
. growing musical community. Here
you can find out why The Slits’
version of ‘Heard It Through The
Grapevine’ knocks Marvin’s into a
cocked hat; or get a look-see at the
set lists and wonder quite how
Twitch managed to mix Joy
Division’s “Transmission’ into ‘I Sit
On Acid’ by Lords Of Acid, followed
by Nina Simone’s ‘Feeling Good'.

At an average Optimo night,
Jonnie and Keith (as Twitch and
Wilkes) get things going in the
main room, beguiling and
i befuddling for a couple of hours,
before letting a band have a go.
| Tonight, alas, there are no bands,

i but normally vou mighl expect to
see ARE Weapons, Op:] Bastards,

DMX Krew, Dakar & Grinser, Mad
i Professor, or Peaches.

While that’s going on, the second
room hosts a guest DJ (tonight, it's
Elizabeth Esselink from Solex). The
second room is no less eclectic but
ever so slightly more laid back than
the main room. Despite the Optimo
| website’s instruction to “kill all
DJs”, it has played host to the likes
of Marshall Jefferson and Ashley
Beedle before now. All this musical
talent is for the benefit of several
hundred happy punters, a mixed
crowd who all have one thing in
common: they're either not working
tomorrow or they don't give a toss.

Optimo may be the Big Rock
Candy Mountain of clubbing —
where they hung the man who
invented work, and on the gallows
next to him the bloke who insisted
that music has boundaries — but it
doesn’t happen by accident. At the
eye of the storm, in the main DJ
booth, Twitch and Wilkes pay
nearly as much attention to their
sampler and iBook as they do to
the decks. If they give the
impression of throwing everything
at the wall and seeing what sticks,
well, that's cool, but in fact a lot of
effort goes into creating the Optimo
musical experience.

“The first hour we play anything
from really sleazy blues to wiggy
electro, to wallz music, to Suicide,”
says Jonnie. “And that's where the
work at Optimo comes in: it's
managing 1o tie together this really
diverse stuff, but make it hang
together as a set. That's why we use
the sampler and laptop so much
with our effects so we can siring
together a night that somehow
holds together.”

The fact that it does hold
together, and has become the
four-year overnight phenomenon
it is, clearly bemuses the pair,
who began the night when they
individually became bored with
spinning straight-up techno.
Keith, who'd previously hosted
the legendary Pure nights, asked
Jonnie to join him, and, as Twitch
and Wilkes, they started Optimo,
a Sunday night bash only because
there were no other nights in the
week available.

here are large men
i attempling to slage-

A girl is dancing

nonchalantly with

parrot-like on her shoulder, while
the DJ rinses out a revolting
selection of Pat Sharpe’s favourite
tunes, with the odd (very odd),
incongrously up-to-the-minute
bootleg thrown in. The air is alive
with human energy, and there is
no discernible end in sight. When
we linally make our excuses at
around 5am, we're looked at with
Iriendly incredulity.

We're not, as you might think, in
Bedford's legendary Mr Snobs
nightclub, but rather, a prefab dive
in Reykjavik, Iceland, where we
were frisked and then kissed upon
our entrance. So to speak, We're
here on a quest — to track down
Trabant, a group that has bewilched,

bothered and bewildered us ever
since recordings of their deranged
Icelandic amalgamation of
mechanoid beats, willfully weird
sonics and proper tunes dropped
through Muzik’s letterbox.

hat first single, a 12-inch

containing ‘Enter Spacebar’

and 'Lady Elephant’, regular
readers may recall, was Single Of
The Month in our February issue.
Described then as replicating the
sound of “Funkadelic jamming
with the mad android from Logan's
Run”, it was a forewarning of the
billersweet lunacy contained in
their debut album ‘Moment Of
Truth’, Ranging from loping,
funereal waltzes (‘Org Org’) to
unabashedly homoerotic love
anthems (*Superman’) via the
Beach Boys-meet-Basement Jaxx
oddness of ‘Bahama Banana', it has
a spectral, dirge-like quality thal
you suspect is rooted in [celand’s
otherworldly geography and
bizarre natural phenomena. This,
remember, is the land of black lava
fields, burping geysers, the
Northern Lights and glaciers that
slice through rock like butter.
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@® Over 52% of Iceland's
landmass is classified as desert.
® The island is dotted with
geological curiosities - active
volcanoes, geysers, thermal
springs, lava flows, craters,
glaciers, icecaps and ‘mudpots’,
whatever they are.

vague similarity to ‘For Beginner
Piano' by Birmingham oddballs
Plone — a record which, it later
transpires, they've never heard.

t the headquarters of
Trabant’s label Thule
Records, the two key

members of the band — Vidar
“Viddi' Gislason, who drove us here
from the airport, and Thorvaldur
“Doddi” Grondal, who we later
spot playing spasmodic air guitar to
Bon Jovi’s ‘Living On A Prayer’ —
are feeling a mite fragile. Doddi’s
also preoccupied with the
imminent start of the handball
(“like football, but with your
hand”) semi-final between Iceland
and old enemies Sweden,
Nevertheless, he still manages to
give a fairly articulate explanation
for the band being named after a
crummy Eastern European car,
whose only previous claim to fame
was to be unwillingly involved in
much irony-related hilarity by U2.
“The history of that car in Iceland
is pretty unique,” Doddi recalls.
“Aboul 15 years ago, they started
importing them. It was the perfect
people’s car, a low-budget, extremely
dangerous car, Whenever you got
in a crash it just blew up or the side
just popped in and then maybe two
days later it just bounced out and

the car was okay. And we liked the
Trabant logo, so we stole it.”

While Doddi snores in front
of the handball, Viddi describes
the various influences on Trabant
the band — the soundtracks of
Ennio Morricone, Nick Drake,
old rock & roll, The Beatles (“1
have all their records on vinyl,
they're my favourite band”) and,
latterly, electro — all of which,
unlikely as it may sound, their
music refers to in passing,

Then we're proudly shown the
sumptuous, wood-lined recording
studio that sits at the heart of the
Thule empire. We're also played
music by some of the other artists
on the label — the visionary tick-
tock of Mum's ‘Yesterday Was
Dramatic, Today Is Okay', the big-
top frenzy of Kanada and the
messy, red-eyed, filthy-hearted
debut album of Trabant offshoot
The Funerals — in the frozen
wastelands of lceland, it pays to

Trabant's 10 Kilowatt
'surround sound system s

keep busy by being involved in as
many musical projects as possible.
The Funerals’ ‘Pathetic Me' is a
languid jam that's reminiscent of
Tom Waits or Johnny Cash, and
couldn’t be further from the
Trabant sound if it tried. Recorded
in a remote cottage over two
drunken weekends by Viddi, Doddi
and three others, it's one of the most
beantiful things we hear all day.

one of this hanging around

in immaculately appointed

studios, however, can quite
prepare us for the extraordinary
spectacle of seeing Trabant play
live. This happens later that
same evening in the altogether
different surroundings of a
humble Reykjavik semi, the
parental home of the gentlemanly
Ragnar (an occasional member of
Trabant, who number four when
they play live, and the lead
singer of The Funerals).

“Thorvaldur is my
fave - he's dreamy!”

After a brief warm-up by a trio
from the Faroe Islands, whose set
culminates in an acoustic version
of, erm, ‘Living On A Prayer’ (again
— it must be a popular number in
Iceland), Trabant make their
entrance, clad in natty tuxedos.

The sounds they proceed to
wrench from a fairly conventional
array of instruments — drums, a bass
guitar, a synthesizer, a computer, er,
thing, a sax — are thuddingly clumsy
yet weirdly elegant, blaringly
childish vet tightly controlled, a
Dionysian affirmation of all things
lewd, loud and preposterous. So it
seems to us after several rums,
anyway. The crowded, bourgeois
sitting room in which they play
makes it all the more odd, and the
impression lingers of a group of
wild-eyed wizards enacting some
strange sonic rite,

Trabant's brief but brilliant
cacophony over, we get back to the
serious business of getting dosed.
This is Iceland, after all, and the
long polar night has barely begun.
Reykjavik’s unsophisticated but
intense nightlife revolves around a
series of insanely packed drinking
dens that seem almost entirely
bereft of the moodiness we're used
to in London. To get to the bar you
just hurl yourself into the throng,
and no one’s going to deck you for
stepping on their toes.

At this point, therefore,
journalistic fact-finding ends, and
before you can say ‘eggnog’, we're
back in the perfectly feng shui-ed
surroundings of Reykjavik’s
Keflavik airport for our 8am flight.
Asleep before the plane even gets
off the ground, we slip into uneasy
dreams of clapped-out flathed
trucks driven by Jon Bon Jovi while
a bearded gathering of eccentrics
play ‘Interstellar Overdrive’ in the
manner of Kraftwerk jamming with
the Chemical Brothers.

Trabant: they'll make it, we swear
— they're halfway there, already. @

It's a
coherent collection of thumping
drums, cool collaborations and
soul-stirring keyboard work,

Opening with the heavenly house

of the still essential, palindromic title
track, the album continues

imperiously on its way with a future
Tenaglia end-of-nighter called
‘Supasong’ - mood music in the
true sense of the word - before the
ubiquitous, David Byrne-sung 'Lazy’
yawns as wide as Rocky's
waistband. ‘Lazy’ is a classic radio-
friendly, pop crossover record. If
there's any justice, it should follow in
the footsteps of Spiller and
soundtrack a million summer love
affairs, a million swooning
dancefloor moments. You're going to
be hearing it a lot.

As well as Byrme's art-funk yelps,
X-Press 2 also employ the weathered
croon of Yello's Dieter Meier, best
known before now for the oft-
sampled ‘Bostich' and for repeatedly
going “Chicken Tikkal” on ‘The Race'.
Here, his frightening vocals give
Marilyn Manson's affected gargle a
run for its money. Equally impressive

is Presence vocalist Steve Edwards,
whose Byron Stingily-style warble
makes 'Call That Love’ an obvious
future single, and an introduction to
the sound of classic house for a
generation weaned on progressive,

Pushing the bpm counter back into
the red zone, 2000's Ibiza monster
hit ‘AC/DC’ is up next. Revelling in its
spectacular voodoo-synth samples, it
still cuts a frighteningly precise swathe
around your ankles. Then, if you're
still standing - and fair play if you are
- X-Press 2 have a reward for you in
the form of aptly named final track
‘The Ending’ - a tune to soothe your
furrowed brow, updating Rolando’s
‘Knights Of The Jaguar’ with a lick of
west London spray paint.

Also on board is the apocalyptic
boom and clatter of 'Smoke
Machine', which concentrates a
decade spent traipsing around

sweatboxes with disco-dirty
sneakers at five in the morning into
a sonic mugging. If you can resist
the bass surge that signals the end
of the track’s intro, maybe dance
music isn’t for you after all. ..

Expressive, explosive, and
occasionally experimental (but not
too much) ‘Muzikizum' is the kind of
album house heads have been
screaming out for. We all know from
hearing the singles out that it works
in the clubs, but this isn't just music
that ‘sounds great on a big system’
(ie sounds shit on a home hi-fil.

“House is such a young thing,” says
Ashley apologetically - but this is an
album that will appeal to nu-kids and
seasoned veterans alike, at home
and at play. Looks like that six album
deal was worthwhile after all. ..

Reissued gloom-funk from Andy
Weatherall’s favourite group
One of the first signings to

Factory Records, ACR started life

in 1978, taking their name from

an old Brian Eno lyric. Alongside
Cabaret Voltaire, The Pop Group
and 23 Skidoo they rapidly became
synonymous with post-punk’s great
death-disco experiment -
malnourished (mostly) white boys
fusing Funkadelic riffs with the

kind of monochrome angst best
represented by fellow Mancs Joy
Division. ACR's gimmick was that
they did all this while sporting a
dodgy selection of Hitler Youth
haircuts, camouflage jackets and
baggy khaki shorts, with their
lily-white legs swathed in fake tan
(allegedly). Their recarded highlights
may be less voluminous than their
legwear - jazz-funk and Latin
influences derived from trips to
New York dance clubs in the early
Eighties diluted rather than
intensified their appeal - but Soul
Jazz have chosen wisely.

Chicago vocal house blueprint,
the cuddly, warm, loved-up
vibe of ‘Soulful Behaviour’
starts from a smooth musical
bed of beats and bass, from
where girly singing gently
caresses your spine, And while
each Defunked 12-inch was
embraced by DJs like Fabio
and nights like Movement,
heard en masse, they're a
whole different proposition.
‘Soulful Behaviour' is a
wake-up call for those who've
grown too used to cod-r&b
UK garage masquerading as
‘soulful'. Defunked's stuff
really does have the ‘s’ word.
As well as employing women
who can sing, rather than

the usual someone's-mate-
who-can-squawk, the likes of
Razor, Blue Sonix and
Fellowship work the groove
relentlessly.

King of the pile, though, is
Carlito, who's all over ‘Soulful
Behaviour’ like a rash. ‘So
Liquid’, ‘and ‘Supergrass’
shine so bright that it can
only be so long before this
crew storm their way to wider
popularity. Accessible drum
& bass used to owe a little
too much to George Benson,
but now ‘Soulful Behaviour’
paves the way for a style that
sits between classic Trax and
classic Motown.

cetate
(ass-E-tayt) n.
Derived from
‘ace’, meaning
‘good’, ‘Tat’,
meaning ‘ephemera; of little
value' and ‘E’ meaning, well,
‘E'. Do you see?

Dub plates, lacquers, or
‘reference records' (if you're
old) are the stuff of dance
music legend. Budding DJs are
inducted into the world of

FOGGY PANDA
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acetates only after making
progress through the many

Masonic levels of deck culture.

An acetate is like a vinyl
record, only more recordy.
Instead of 12-inch plates of
bendy, vinyl plastic, acetates
are 10-inch rigid slabs of metal
covered in the chemical
acetone, with the track etched
in by a crystal stylus rather
then pressed in. This etching is
an arcane art practised only by

-
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men who look like Arthur Baker
and sleep in the pressing plant
in which they work.

The best thing about
acetates, aside from their
weight, is the wonderful smell
- it's the smell of a damp
basement waiting to be filled
with a sound system, the smell
of bass waiting to rip through
the air - it's enough to make
even Peterbot Tong's bionic
heart skip a beat.

!

Originally, acetates were used
as the final check between
master tape and vinyl pressing,
but now they're there 1o get a
‘massive new choon’ out there
fast. It's a nervous moment for
the young DJ/producer as he
enters his local vinyl-pressing
house for the first time, a self-
produced DAT ar CD-R in his
sweaty hands, desperate to
transform it into the package of
white label, yellow sleeve, the

odour of solvents and a strange
additional hole off-centre.

If you get hold of an acetate,
treat it well. They're
ephemeral things and the
grooves will wear smooth after
only a few plays. Each play is
precious, a one-off spin that
cuts away at the heart of the
tune. And if it's a Danny
Tenaglia acetate, don't play it
at all. Put it on Ebay and start
choosing a Ferrari,
